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GUIDELINES FOR STUDENTS WHO WILL ARRIVE TO ESU RESIDENCES –     update on 18/08/2020

Referred to students enrolled in Ca’ Foscari  University, IUAV University for Architecture, Music Academy and Fine Arts Academy in Venice who are going to spend their academic year in ESU residences as winners of the selection for ESU accommodation in the a.y. 2020/2021.

If you arrive to Italy from abroad, you must fill in the declaration form to be downloaded on this link: https://www.esteri.it/mae/resource/doc/2020/07/modulo_rientro_da_estero_16_07_2020.pdf

You must fill it in if you want to arrive to Italy.

You must declare if recently you have stayed or travelled through one of the risky countries.

If you have recently stayed or travelled through one of the risky countries SPAIN, MALTA, GREECE or CROATIA

· When you arrive to Italy, you will have to undergo a throat swab. In order to have a place in the residence, you will have to send us the result of this test, given to you by the Health Organization. Until when the result is unknown, you will stay quarantined in a residence, according to ESU indications.
All the students who from August, 14th come to Venice from Spain, Greece, Malta and Croatia can undergo the swab in the marco Polo Airport in Venice or in the sanitary departments of the Health Organization everyday from 7:00 am  till 1:00 pm:

--department 2 Venice mainland: Favaro Veneto, via Triestina 46/M
--department 3 Dolo Mirano: Noale Hospital, piazzale della Bastia 3
--department 4 Chioggia:entrance of the department in via Marco Polo

Free entrance. It is NOT necessary to book the service and to get a recipe from your doctor.

While waiting to undergo your swab or for the result, you must stay at home.

Starting from August, 13th all the travellers are obliged to undergo the swab and you can choose among these options:

Swab from abroad:
1. You can undergo a throat swab abroad not longer than 72 hours before arriving to Italy. You are obliged to submit the negative result of your swab to authorities when departing or to the authorities who are designated to control and you are obliged to send this document to the sanitary authorities by mail infocovid-19@aulss3.veneto.it. 

Swab in Italy:
 
2. In the airport, in the harbour or on the borders (if equipped for this)

OR
 
3. Not later than 48 hours from your arrival to Italy. You must fill in the online form of the Health Organization (ASL)  “Registrazione ingresso in Italia” You must fill it in when you arrive to Italy and one form for one each person.
You will be contacted by the sanitary authority (ASL) as soon as your swab has been processed.
 
· If you are under the cases 2 and 3, you will have to stay quarantined in a residence until when the NEGATIVE result of the swab is given by the sanitary organization.

Student who arrive from NON European countries (NOT from risky ones), BULGARY and ROMANIA

You must fill it in if you want to arrive to Italy.

You must declare if recently you have stayed or travelled through one of the risky countries.

If you have recently stayed or travelled through one of the risky countries SPAIN, MALTA, GREECE or CROATIA

· You must fill in the online form on this link: https://forms.gle/5Gd4EsVq1kUHQLB16)  

· They will have to stay in quarantine for 14 giorni in an ESU residence.

It is forbidden to arrive to Italy
From risky countries
Startin from July, 9th it is forbidden to come to Italy if you stayed or travelled in the previous 14 days in the following countries: Armenia, Bahrein, Bangladesh, Brazil, Bosnia Erzegovina, Chile, Kosovo, Kuwait, North Macedonia, Moldova, Montenegro, Oman, Panama, Peru, Dominican Republic, Serbia, COLOMBIA.
This limit is not applied to:
italian citizens or UE citizens or Schengen citizens for United Kingdom, Andorra, Monaco Kingdom, San Marino or Vatican City and their relatives (cohabitating descendants and ascendants, wife/husband, civil partners, official partner), if they have resided in Italy since before July, 9th 2020. 
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
